GENERAL RULES

The Event will be run in conjunction with BE Rules 2022 unless stated in this schedule.

All classes are open to juniors or seniors riding horses or ponies.

Riders may only enter a maximum of 3 horses per day.

Horses/Ponies must be 4 years old or older.

Hard hats upto the current British Standard must be worn at all times when mounted. No fixed peaks allowed.

. Body protectors, BETA Level 3 (purple label) 2000 or 2009 label are compulsory. Air jackets may be worn over a body
protector. Medical armbands strongly advised.
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7. Any horse/pony considered to be unsound, unfit or unhealthy by a Judge, the Organiser or the Technical Advisor will be
excluded from the competition without refund of entry.

8. No horseboxes to be mucked out on site.

9. Scoring will be worked out on penalties. There will be an optimum time on the cross country course, penalties for which will
be included in the score.

10. It is compulsory that every person at the venue who is under the age of 18 years of age is accompanied by a responsible
adult.

11. No dogs will be allowed in or around any of the arenas or on the cross country course, they must stay in the lorry park or
preferably remain at home. Please clean up after you dogs AND TAKE YOUR POO BAGS HOME.

12. The Organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry and to remove anyone from the course at any time without giving a
reason.

13. The event may be cancelled without notice due to adverse weather. In the event of adverse weather it is recommended that

you check the website www.ashwoodequestrian.co.uk for any announcements. In the unlikely event of abandonment, entries may be
carried over to a future event or refunded minus £5 admin fee.
14. The judges decision is final.
